Membership Fees

There is a proposal to change the club membership year to 1st April, and to raise fees slightly for 2010.  Please see Agenda item(s)/Treasurers report.

The fee increase would be £1 for road and junior members, £2 for seniors and £5 for families. England Registration fees (£5 per 1st claim member over 10 years of age) will continue to be collected simultaneously with club payment. Fees for 2nd claim members, students, senior citizens will continue to be 50% of the applicable club membership fee.
